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Introduction

Fine art has accompanied humans for many millennia.
Each historical epoch has its own reflection in painting. The
development of Belarusian art also took place in close con-
nection with the history of the Belarusian people, with the
history of Belarusian statehood.

The division of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth at
the end of the 19th century and the annexation to the Russian
Empire inevitably influenced Belarusian art. Belarus became
the outskirts of a huge state, where any manifestations of na-
tional culture were suppressed. In 1832, the University of Vil-
na, the main center of art education for Belarus, was closed.
Any young man who wanted to get a higher education, and
not only in the field of arts, had to go to higher education-
al institutions in St. Petersburg and Moscow, losing contact
with his homeland, contact with national traditions and cul-
ture. In 1840, the use of the term «Belarus» was prohibited. It
was officially called the «North-Western Territory».

It is for these reasons that the legacy of 19th-century art-
ists — natives of Belarus — is included in the context of the
artistic history of Russia, Poland, and Lithuania. Large collec-
tions of their works are in the collections of national museums
in Warsaw and Krakow, in Vilnius, in Moscow. Nevertheless,
works of art from Belarus of the 19th century in the Nation-
al Art Museum of the Republic of Belarus make it possible to
show in detail the continuity of the historical development of
the country’s art, to identify the figures of many remarkable rep-
resentatives of painting and graphics of Belarus of this century.

For many years, the history of Belarusian art was viewed
solely in relation to Russian culture. Because of this, many
prominent names have been forgotten.

Hypothesis. Studying the history of Belarusian art of the
19th century will help to understand the historical situa-

tion of that time. The national art collection can be supple-
mented with works that are mistakenly considered Polish or
Lithuanian.

Purpose of work — to conduct a study on the life and
work of the artist of the second half of the 19th century. Al-
fred Romer.

The following were set to achieve the goal tasks:

1. Consider the historical situation of the 19th century.

Study the features of Belarusian art of this time.

3. Collect and analyze the material available in libraries
and museums related to Alfred Romer.

4. Based on the results of the study, prepare a plan for
a tourist route «In the footsteps of Alfred Romer».

5. In order to interest schoolchildren in studying the his-
tory of Belarus and the history of Belarusian art, to de-
velop game manuals.

1. History of Belarusian Fine Arts, 19th Century

The development of Belarusian fine art in the 19th centu-
ry was directly related to the historical events that took place
on Belarusian lands. The partitions of the Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth, political repressions, and the increasing in-
fluence of Russian culture inevitably influenced Belarusian
culture. After the closure of the University of Vilna, young
people received education, including painting, either in Mos-
cow and St. Petersburg, or in Western Europe. Naturally, they
were influenced by the style, direction and teachers of their
school.

However, despite many difficulties, political circumstanc-
es, the development of Belarusian art did not stop. Today,
thanks to the work of 19th-century artists, we can admire
paintings on historical themes, beautiful portraits, and amaz-
ing landscapes. Considering the paintings of this time, we can
get acquainted with the everyday life of people.

2. Life and work of Alfred Romer

Alfred Romer was born during a difficult period. The up-
rising against the alien and unjust tsarist authorities had just
thundered. Loyal patriots of the Fatherland lived in the hope
of restoring the independence of the Commonwealth. In the
family of Edward Romer in 1832, a son, Alfred, was born. This
man had a difficult fate. When he was a year old, his moth-
er died. The tsarist Russian authorities sent his father and
grandfather into exile. For the first time, he was raised by his
grandmother. But, despite all the hardships, he grew up sur-
rounded by love and care. Their family loved and appreciated
art and literature. From childhood, Alfred learned to love his
history, culture, and began to draw with great enthusiasm. He
received his first painting lessons from the Vilna artist Kanut
Rusetsky. In 1863, when a new uprising broke out, the already
grown-up Alfred fully supported the rebels. Krevo — Alfred
Romer’s estate — became a reliable place of shelter and rest
for the participants of the uprising, a place where one could
always get help.

The tsarist authorities did not skimp on punishments,
wanting to suppress any desire for independence in the lands
they seized. Alfred Romer was arrested and imprisoned in
the Dinaburg Fortress. He could have been hanged or sent
into distant exile, like many participants in the uprising. But
thanks to the efforts of Alfred Romer’s family, he was released.
Probably, in order to avoid a new arrest, Alfred went to Eu-
rope. The years of travel were not in vain. He studied painting
in Germany and Italy. Exhibitions of his works were held in
Munich, Paris, and Krakow.

In 1874 Alfred returned to his homeland and married
Wanda Sulistrovskaya. They spent almost ten years on their
Korolinovo estate (modern Postavy district, Vitebsk region).
It is believed that these years were the most fruitful in the
work of Alfred Romer. He painted portraits, engravings, and
picturesque compositions about the life and life of the Belar-
usian people. Participated in the painting of Orthodox and
Catholic churches. He created magnificent medals. Alfred
Romer was not only an artist but also a distinguished scholar.
He prepared a study on Slutsk belts, collected ancient man-
uscripts and documents. He studied the history of the Vilna
School of Arts. In the 80s of the 19th century he worked at the
Academy of Sciences in Krakow.

He died as a result of a tragic accident in 1897, from an
infection that developed from a small wound on his arm. He
is buried in the family tomb in Trakai (Lithuania).

After the artist’s death, his daughter Elena calculated that
he had created more than 200 works (63 paintings, 81 pastels,
41 medallions, 9 sculptures, several dozen drawings, land-
scapes and watercolors, copies of icons and portraits). His
landscapes, engravings, and portraits are interesting not only

as works of art, but also as a historical document. After all,
very often in his paintings he depicted the daily life of Be-
larusian peasants, architectural monuments of Belarus, which
have not survived to our time.

Currently, there are two unique paintings by this artist in
Belarus. One in the Church of the Assumption of the Virgin
Mary in Pinsk. It is also called the Pinsk Madonna. The Moth-
er of God is depicted in rays of light on a blue background. Al-
fred Romer painted this icon specifically for the Pinsk church.
It is believed that the artist captured a simple Pinsk girl in the
painting.

The second painting, «Jesus with the Infant,» is located in
the village of Komai, not far from the Romer estate. It is be-
lieved that this was the artist’s will, that the painting should be
kept in the church. Therefore, numerous buyers who would
like to acquire this work still leave empty-handed. Here, in the
church, a memorial plaque has been installed in honor of Al-
fred Romer. One of the streets of the village is named after the
famous artist. The children’s art school in the city of Postavy is
named after Alfred Romer.

Large collections of Alfred Romer’s works are currently
stored in the National Museum of Lithuania in Vilnius and
the National Museum of Warsaw. In Belarus, information
about the famous artist has to be collected piece by piece.
For example, the Museum of History and Religion in Grod-
no houses a collection of photographs from Alfred Romer’s
personal album. At the exhibition, which took place sever-
al years ago, photographs from the artist’s personal album
were presented. The camera lens stopped time for a moment
and captured relatives, friends, colleagues of the painter, ac-
quaintances and strangers. Flipping through the pages of this
unique document, you seem to fall into the atmosphere of the
19th century.

Thus, we can say with confidence that Alfred Romer is
another outstanding personality who should truly enter the
national history of Belarusian fine art.

Conclusion

Belarusian art of the 19th century is rich in outstanding
names. The work of such artists as Ya. Damel, I. Oleszkiewicz,
V. Vankovich, I. Khrutsky, V. Dmakhovsky, N. Orda, A. Gora-
vsky, N. Silivanovich, K. Alkhimovich is rightfully the decora-
tion of the national collection of paintings.

My research project was based on working with historical
literature from the collections of the National Library, with
materials from the Grodno Museum of History and Religion,
and with sources published on the Internet. Dmitry Alekseev-
ich Monich, a leading employee of the National Art Muse-
um of the Republic of Belarus, provided great assistance in
understanding the development of Belarusian art in the 19th
century.
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The development of Belarusian art in the 19th century was
directly influenced by the historical situation of that time. Af-
ter the uprising of 1863-1864, the tsarist government turned
towards rigid Russification. Of course, a close connection
with Russian culture contributed to the formation of Belaru-
sian culture. But on the other hand, it hindered the develop-
ment of its national characteristics. Belarusian artists of the
19th century can be conditionally divided into two groups:
those who studied in the Russian Empire (St. Petersburg,
Moscow), and those who received education in Western Eu-
rope (Krakow, Munich).

Alfred Romer was a participant in the uprising, studied in
Western Europe. Four generations of his family suffered first
from the tsarist, then from the Soviet government. Perhaps
this fact also influenced the fact that the name of this artist
was forgotten. In the course of my «detective searches» I came
to the conclusion that studying the work of Alfred Romer will
enrich the history of Belarusian art of the 19th century. Col-
lecting piece by piece information about the life and work of
the artist, I developed the tourist route «In the Footsteps of
Alfred Romer.» And also my version of the Memo game pop-
ular among many — «Memo: Alfred Romer’s Heritage», to-
gether with my dad we came up with and drew a small comic
about Romer.

I believe that my research project, dedicated to the search
for a forgotten Belarusian artist, will be of interest not only to
local historians but also to anyone who loves the history of
their country.

1. Introduction

Extracurricular activities and student communities are
considered an important element of modern education, con-
tributing to students’ socialization, leadership development,
and civic engagement. Russian educational researchers em-
phasize that participation in student clubs and associations
supports the formation of soft skills and increases students’
sense of belonging to their educational institutions.

However, despite the acknowledged educational value
of student communities, their development remains uneven
across the Russian Federation, particularly in regional schools
and universities. According to a nationwide survey involving
more than 12,800 students across Russian higher education
institutions, only about 44 % of respondents reported partic-
ipation in public or volunteer activities, while 56 % indicated
no involvement in extracurricular activities within their uni-
versities. These findings suggest that the formal existence of
student councils or clubs does not necessarily lead to active
student engagement.

One of the key factors contributing to the low popularity
of student communities is the insufficient institutional sup-
port provided by educational organizations. Analytical re-
ports and expert assessments note that many regional schools

and universities prioritize academic performance indicators
over extracurricular development, which limits administra-
tive attention, funding, and organizational support for stu-
dent-led initiatives.

The problem is further intensified by a shortage of human
resources, particularly in secondary education. Official sta-
tistics and sectoral analyses indicate a high workload among
teachers in regional schools, reducing their capacity to super-
vise clubs, mentor student initiatives, or support self-orga-
nized communities beyond formal teaching responsibilities.
As a result, students often lack consistent guidance and en-
couragement necessary for the sustainable development of
extracurricular communities.

In addition to institutional and structural barriers, student
motivation plays a significant role. Sociological studies on
youth social participation highlight that academic pressure,
exam-oriented educational models, and the absence of tan-
gible incentives reduce students’ willingness to invest time in
non-mandatory activities. When student clubs receive limited
support or have low visibility within educational institutions,
participation is frequently perceived as having minimal prac-
tical value.
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Despite the relevance of these challenges, comprehensive
official statistics on student participation in clubs and commu-
nities remain limited, especially with regard to regional differ-
ences and comparisons between school and university students.
National agencies such as Rosstat and the Ministry of Education
do not provide centralized, detailed data on extracurricular en-
gagement, highlighting a significant empirical gap.

Therefore, this study aims to examine the key reasons be-
hind the underdevelopment and low popularity of school and
university communities in the regions of Russia, focusing on
institutional support, availability of mentorship, and student
motivation. The research is based on a survey of second-
ary-school and university students and seeks to contribute to
a more evidence-based understanding of barriers to student
engagement in regional educational institutions.

2. Literature review

A fundamental characteristic of the Russian context is the
absence of centralized, official statistical data on participa-
tion in student clubs (either at the senior high school or uni-
versity level). Unlike sports participation or general enroll-
ment statistics, government agencies such as Rosstat and the
Ministry of Education do not regularly publish disaggregated
figures about how many school or university clubs exist, how
many students attend them, or their frequency of operation.
This lack of systematic reporting suggests that student com-
munities and clubs remain a less visible and lower-priority
area within national education and youth statistics (absence
inferred from central statistical registries and the lack of spe-
cific output in standard Rosstat education reporting).

The very absence of open official metrics on core indica-
tors — such as the number of clubs, membership levels, or
regular attendance — indicates both the low institutional em-
phasis on organized student communities and the research
gap in understanding their prevalence and impact in Russia.

Despite the lack of direct club participation statistics, the
federal government — through the Federal Agency for Youth
Affairs (Rosmolodezh) — does manage targeted grant com-
petitions aimed at promoting youth initiatives, including
support for projects that can involve student communities.
Rosmolodezh is the core federal body responsible for youth
policy implementation, including state youth programmes
and grant distribution.

A major mechanism of support is the «Rosmolodezh.
Grants» competition:

— The total grant fund for the programme has been re-
ported at approximately 2.5 billion P to support youth
initiatives nationwide, covering a broad set of projects
that may include creative, social and community-ori-
ented activities. [1]

— In recent seasons, the programe received over 15,000
applications with more than 24,000 participants from
all Russian regions, a record submission level for its
history, and average grant requests around ~445,998
P. [2]

— Winners of competitions such as the 2nd season in
2025 are eligible to receive grants up to 1,000,000 P to
implement their projects in categories that explicitly
include «gBurait_coobuecrsa» (developing commu-
nities) and related initiatives that can cover student
clubs or socially driven youth structures. [3]

— Individual projects supported by Rosmolodezh in-
clude international and interdisciplinary youth activ-
ities; for example, a representative of an international
student club (WYFD International Friendship Club)
won support of 500,000 P for a «School of Internation-
al Friendship» project, highlighting how funding can
facilitate year-long engagement and club-related pro-
gramming. [4]

However, even with active grant programmes, there is no
official national registry of the total number of student clubs
or systematic tracking of participation outcomes linked spe-
cifically to club cultures in schools or universities.

In contrast to the Russian data gap, statistically represen-
tative studies in the United States provide clearer insights
into participation in extracurricular and student organization
activities:

High School Participation in Extracurricular Activities

In the U. S., long-running national and census data in-
dicate that participation in extracurricular clubs and activ-
ities among school-aged youth is measurable, with research
showing that overall club involvement is present across de-
mographic groups, though trends suggest participation varies
with socioeconomic conditions (U. S. Census Bureau data on
extracurricular involvement).

University Student Involvement

— U.S. college surveys reveal that a considerable portion
of students either participate in or abstain from
extracurricular activities such as student organizations,
service learning, or leadership societies. For example,
a recent survey reported that approximately 25 % of
four-year college students reported no participation
in campus activities, with nonparticipation rising to
~60 % among students at two-year institutions. [5]

— Another representative survey on club involvement
suggests that around 60 % of university students
report spending at least an hour per week involved in
student clubs or organizations, an experience shared
by student engagement researchers. [6]

— At the institutional level, some U. S. universities report
hundreds to thousands of officially registered student
organizations, with examples like The University of
Texas at Austin listing over 1,600 student organizations
and several other large universities ranging from
~1,000 to ~1,500 clubs each. [7]

There are no official statistics of average funding student
or school clubs. However almost every university has their
own report of the amount of financing. Most clubs rely on
a combination of university funding, fundraising, and spon-
sorship; many have budgets ranging from $0 to $10,000+ per
year, depending on their size and activity. For example, umn
November 2024, the Student Government Association (SGA)
of Northeastern University published its first official funding
reports for student organizations in more than a decade, cov-
ering the fiscal years 2024 and 2025. Funding has been ap-
proved for 204 organizations in the amount of approximately
$4.026 million. [8]

These figures indicate that, at least in the U. S., both partic-
ipation rates and club infrastructure are actively tracked and
publicly documented, unlike in Russia where similar official
summaries are scarce.

Financial support was identified as the most effective in-
stitutional measure to increase participation (77.8 %). Pro-
viding clearer information and reducing academic workload
were also frequently mentioned.

4. Possible Solutions to the Low Popularity of Student
and School Clubs.

1. Increase support from schools and universities for stu-
dent and senior school clubs.

Educational institutions can strengthen club culture by
providing mentorship, allocated time, and administrative as-
sistance. For example, assigning a faculty advisor to a debate
club can help students organize meetings and events more
consistently.

2. Provide small grants and basic funding for club
activities.

Even limited financial support can significantly improve
club sustainability by covering essential expenses. For in-
stance, a small grant could be used to rent space, purchase
materials, or invite a guest speaker.

3. Introduce simple incentives for participation (certifi-
cates, recognition, portfolio value).

Recognizing extracurricular involvement can increase
student motivation and long-term engagement. For exam-
ple, certificates or official recognition in academic portfolios
may encourage students to view club participation as valuable
rather than optional.

4. Improve awareness of existing clubs through better
communication and promotion.

Many students remain uninformed about available clubs
due to weak communication channels. Regular announce-
ments via institutional websites or social media platforms
could make club opportunities more visible and accessible.

Implementing these measures may increase student inter-
est in extracurricular clubs, improve participation rates, and
strengthen the role of student communities within schools
and universities. Over time, such changes can contribute to
the development of a more active and sustainable club culture
in regional educational institutions in the Russian Federation.

5. Conclusion

This study examined the challenges of student and senior
school club development in Russian regions, highlighting low
institutional engagement, limited diversity of extracurricu-
lar opportunities, and insufficient motivation for sustained
participation. The survey results indicate that although most
respondents recognize the importance of clubs and express
a strong interest in expanding them, participation remains
constrained by time limitations, lack of information, and weak
institutional support. By collecting original survey data in an
area where publicly available regional statistics are scarce,
this research contributes preliminary empirical evidence to
an underexplored topic. Based on these findings, increasing
institutional involvement, providing basic funding, introduc-
ing simple incentives, and improving communication about
existing clubs may help reduce barriers to participation and
foster a more active and sustainable club culture within edu-
cational institutions.

Youth unemployment is one of the crucial problems facing modern society. Recent years in Russia have been marked by a notable
decrease in youth unemployment, which makes this country world leader in this item. For many families in risk situation, the
unemployment allowance is the only source of income that cannot cover the needs of the minimum daily basket, which can lead
to dependence on other complementary social protection measures. In the absence of alternatives on the labor market, people
in risk groups turn to this form of support and to benefit from the minimum package of social insurance.

This research project discusses topics such as unemployment in Russia and compares the received data with the European Union.
It considers how it affects the economy and explores the possible ways to reduce or eliminate youth unemployment in Russia.

1. Introduction

What does «unemployment» mean?

Unemployment is a situation where a person is actively
looking for a job but is unable to find one. Unemployment
is considered a key indicator of the state of the economy.
The most commonly used measure of unemployment is the
unemployment rate.

However, what are the leading reasons of unemployment?

— Unemployment occurs when workers who want to

work are unable to find employment.

— Economic crises with extremely low unemployment

rates and overheating of the economy.

— New technologies, changes in production, and the

emergence of new industries.

— Seasonal unemployment, when employment depends

on the time of year.

— Discrimination in hiring, lack of information about

job vacancies, or high minimum wages.

How is the unemployment rate measured? The
unemployment rate is typically calculated by governmental
bodies, such as the Bureau of Labor Statistics in the
United States or Federal State Statistics Service in the
Russian Federation. It's obtained by dividing the number
of unemployed individuals by the total labor force and
multiplying by 100 to get a percentage. To be counted as

unemployed, one must be without a job, available for work,
and actively seeking employment during the survey period.

It’s essential to note that the unemployment rate doesn't
take into account those who have stopped looking for work
or those underemployed in part-time jobs when full-time
positions are desired. Consequently, while its a critical
indicator, it doesn’t provide the complete picture of economic
health by itself; supplementary metrics and data are often
necessary for more comprehensive insights.

If the unemployment rate is high, this could alarm the
economic crisis. In turn, if it is low and the economy is
growing, the inflation rate might be rising.The economy
growing and unemployment decreasing is one of the ways
to speed up the inflationary rates, because corporations will
predictably raise wages to attract and retain employees.

Conversely, if unemployment rises, inflation may slow
because people become poorer and aggregate demand in the
economy declines, which keeps prices down.

However, some economists argue that in the long
term, unemployment reaches its natural level and stops
depending on inflation. In addition, the relationship between
unemployment and inflation is affected by labor productivity:
If it rises faster than workers’ salaries, the connection between
them may be disrupted. Historical data shows that no market
economy has ever achieved a sustained zero unemployment
rate.
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Every country, regardless of its economic development, has
experienced periods of joblessness, as it is a natural feature of
a dynamic economy with people transitioning between jobs.

What rates of unemployment in Europe? Before continu-
ing, there are some nuances about geopolitical item.

The European Union (EU) is a political and economic
union that currently includes 27 countries.

The EU features a single internal market where goods, ser-
vices, capital, and people can move freely, as well as standard-
ized laws and a legal system. EU member states participate
in the decision-making process and have influence over the
management of the union.

The European Economic Area (EEA) is an economic
agreement that expands the EU’s internal market to include
three non-member countries: Iceland, Liechtenstein, and
Norway. The EEA countries maintain a higher level of sov-
ereignty outside the single market. They are not required to
follow EU laws on issues such as foreign policy, defense, or
immigration, and they can make trade deals on their own.

In January 2024, 2.898 million young persons (under 25)
were unemployed in the EU, there were 2.315 million in the
euro area. In January 2024, the youth unemployment rate was
14.9 % in the EU and 14.5 % in the euro area.

Compared with January 2023, youth unemployment in-
creased by 168 thousand in the EU and by 66 thousand in the
euro area. Speaking about gender, in January 2024, the unem-
ployment rate for women was 6.3 % and the unemployment
rate for men was 5.7 % in the EU. In the euro area, the unem-
ployment rate for women was 6.8 % and the unemployment
rate for men was 6.1.

As for Russia, the most recent value is 2.39 percent as of
September 2024, a decline compared to the previous value of
2.41 percent. In January, Russia’s unemployment rate fell back

to a historic low of 2.9 %, compared to 3 % in the prior month.
The number of unemployed individuals declined by 139 thou-
sand from the previous month to an all-time low of 2.150
million, but the officially registered unemployed increased to
0.480 million in January from 0.474 million the month before.
According to the International Labor Organization (ILO), the
unemployment rate among women is 2.5 %, and among men
itis 2.2 %.

2. Literature Review

A person’s social status depends primarily on the individ-
ual’s participation in the economic production systems of so-
ciety. Therefore, unemployment may significantly contribute
to the loss of status and feelings of failure, especially if it lasts
for a longer period of time.

European Union. Between the end of the Second World
War and the end of the 1960s, European unemployment reg-
istered a decline that was maintained until the 1970s when
it began to rise progressively. Thus unemployment ends up
being felt more and more by the European inhabitants in the
last 30 years [1]. The financial crisis of 2007-2008 and the
recession had a negative impact on the labour market at the
European level, through the massive reduction of jobs, the in-
crease in effective working time, and, consequently, led to an
increase in the unemployment rate [2].

Russia. In 2023, the number of people employed in the
economy due to involvement of potential labor force and
changes in retirement age increased by 2.3 % at one time.
However, there was a slowdown to 0.8 % in 2024 while ex-
hausting the stock of resources due to these factors. The labor
market in 2023-2024, amid record high employment and low
unemployment, was shaped by subdued changes in labor pro-
ductivity, intensifying supply-demand imbalances and con-
tributing to structural deficits. [3]

4. Possible ways to eliminate unemployment in coun-
tries, especially in Russia

1. Improve Education and Vocational Training

Enhancing the quality and relevance of education can help
individuals acquire skills demanded by the labor market. In
Russia, strengthening vocational schools and technical edu-
cation programs can reduce skill mismatches.

2. Promote Small and Medium Enterprises (SMEs)

Supporting SMEs through easier access to finance, simpli-
fied regulations, and business development services encour-
ages entrepreneurship, creating more jobs and diversifying
the economy.
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3. Develop Infrastructure and Regional Economies

Investing in infrastructure and supporting economic
growth outside major cities can reduce regional disparities in
employment, particularly in Russia’s remote areas where un-
employment can be higher.

4. Implement Active Labor Market Policies

Programs such as job search assistance, retraining, and
unemployment benefits linked with upskilling incentivize
workers to find jobs faster and improve their qualifications.

5. Support Emerging Sectors and Innovation

Promoting technology-driven industries and green econ-
omy sectors opens new job markets. Russia’s focus on digi-
talization and innovation could boost employment in these
areas.

6. Flexible Labor Market Regulations

Balancing worker protection with flexibility helps busi-
nesses adapt in tough economic times without massive lay-
offs, encouraging hiring when growth returns.

By applying these strategies, especially focusing on educa-
tion, entrepreneurship, and regional development, Russia and
other countries can effectively reduce unemployment levels.

5. Conclusion

Unemployment remains one of the most pressing social
and economic issues affecting countries worldwide. It not
only impacts the financial stability of individuals but also in-
fluences overall societal well-being, economic growth, and
social cohesion. The causes of unemployment are diverse and

interconnected, including cyclical factors related to economic
recessions, structural changes due to technological advance-
ments, frictional unemployment caused by job transitions,
and seasonal variations in certain industries. Additional-
ly, social challenges such as insufficient education, lack of
skills, discrimination, and regional disparities exacerbate the
problem.

To effectively combat unemployment, it is essential to
implement comprehensive strategies that address both de-
mand-side and supply-side factors. This includes investing
in education and vocational training to equip workers with
relevant skills, promoting innovation and entrepreneurship,
improving labor market flexibility, and providing social safety
nets to support those temporarily unemployed.

A sustainable approach requires collaboration be-
tween governments, businesses, and educational institutions
to create adaptable labor markets that can respond to ongoing
economic changes.

The impact of Newton’s laws on the motion of rockets

The article examines how Newton’s laws explain the motion of rockets, focusing on thrust, acceleration, and reactive motion.
The paper discusses the role of inertia, force interactions, and the conservation of momentum in the context of model rocketry.
Practical examples are provided to demonstrate the application of these physical principles in real launches.

Rockets have always fascinated scientists, engineers, and students because they move in a way that seems almost magical. Un-
like cars or airplanes, rockets do not rely on pushing against the ground or air. Instead, they use a unique principle called reactive
motion, which allows them to travel both in the atmosphere and in the vacuum of space.

Although rocket flight may look complicated, its core ideas can be fully explained using three simple and universal rules — New-
ton’s laws of motion. These laws describe how forces act on objects and how objects respond to those forces.

In this article, we will explore how each of Newton’s laws applies to rockets. By understanding inertia, acceleration, and the
action-reaction principle, we will see how rockets lift off, speed up, and continue flying even when all the fuel has burned. The
goal of this article is to show that rocket physics is accessible to anyone and that these principles form the foundation of modern

space exploration.

The Basics of Rocket Motion

To understand how rockets move, it helps to start with the
idea of thrust. Thrust is the force that pushes a rocket forward.
It is created when the rocket expels gas out of its engine at
very high speed. Even though the rocket and the gas move in
opposite directions, the interaction between them gives rise
to motion.

This happens because of reactive motion — a physical
principle that describes how an object can move when it
pushes something else away. In the case of rockets, the engine
pushes hot gas backward, and as a result, the rocket is pushed
forward. This principle works both on Earth and in the vac-
uum of space, because it does not depend on air or anything
external.

Another important idea is the role of mass. A rocket car-
ries fuel, and when this fuel burns, it turns into exhaust gas. As
the gas leaves the engine, the rocket loses mass. This change in
mass affects how easily the rocket can accelerate. At the very
beginning of a flight, a rocket is heavy because it is full of fuel,
so it accelerates more slowly. As the fuel burns and the rocket
becomes lighter, the same amount of thrust produces greater
acceleration.

We can see similar ideas in everyday life. For example,
when you jump off a small boat, the boat moves backward be-
cause your legs push against it. Or when a balloon is released,
air rushes out one way and the balloon shoots off in the oppo-
site direction. Rockets work on the same principle, just with
extreme speed and energy.

Newton’s First Law and Rocket Inertia

Newton’s First Law states that an object will remain at rest
or move in a straight line at constant speed unless a force acts
on it. For rockets, this means that they will not start moving
on their own. Even though they contain fuel, they only lift oft
when the engine produces enough thrust to overcome gravity
and inertia.

Inertia is an object’s resistance to changes in motion.
A fully fueled rocket has a large mass, so it has strong inertia
and requires a powerful initial force to start its flight. This is
why the first seconds of a rocket launch are so intense: the
engines must generate enormous thrust to move such a heavy
vehicle upward.

In space, inertia behaves even more clearly. With almost
no air resistance, a rocket that is already moving will keep fly-
ing in the same direction at the same speed, even if its engines
are turned off. Once a spacecraft finishes a burn and achieves
the desired trajectory, it can simply «coast» through space, us-
ing the First Law to its advantage.

A simple way to imagine this is to think of pushing a heavy
suitcase on a smooth floor. At first it seems difficult to move,
but once it starts sliding, it continues more easily. Rockets fol-
low the same principle, just on a much larger and more dra-
matic scale.

Newton’s Second Law and Acceleration

Newton’s Second Law connects force, mass, and acceler-
ation. It is often written as F = ma, which means that the ac-
celeration of an object depends on two things: how strong the
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force is and how heavy the object is. Rockets demonstrate this
law especially well.

When a rocket engine fires, it creates thrust — the main
force that accelerates the rocket upward. If the thrust increas-
es, the rocket accelerates faster. If the thrust decreases, accel-
eration slows down. This relationship is direct and easy to see
during a launch: when the engines ignite at full power, the
rocket begins to rise more quickly every second.

Mass also plays a major role. Because a rocket burns fuel, its
mass continuously decreases during flight. At the moment of lift-
off, the rocket is at its heaviest, containing tons of propellant. As
the fuel burns away, the rocket becomes lighter. According to the
Second Law, when the mass becomes smaller, the same amount
of thrust produces greater acceleration. That is why rockets typi-
cally climb much faster after the first minute of flight.

You can observe a similar effect with everyday objects. It
is much easier to push an empty shopping cart than a full one.
The force you apply may be the same, but the lighter cart ac-
celerates more quickly. Rockets follow exactly the same prin-
ciple, just with extreme forces and velocities.

Newton’s Third Law and Reactive Force

Newton’s Third Law states that for every action, there is
an equal and opposite reaction. Rockets are one of the clear-
est real-world examples of this principle in action. When the
engine expels hot gases backward at high speed, the rocket is
pushed forward with an equal force in the opposite direction.

This is the key reason rockets can fly not only through the
atmosphere but also in the vacuum of space. They do not rely
on air or wind to push against. All they need is to eject mass—
exhaust gas—from the engine. The gases provide the «action,»
and the rocket’s forward motion becomes the «reaction.» Be-
cause this interaction happens entirely inside the engine sys-
tem, it works even where there is no air at all.

You can see simple versions of this principle in everyday
life. When a balloon is released, air rushes out, and the bal-
loon flies in the opposite direction. When a swimmer pushes
backward against the water, their body moves forward. Rock-
ets operate the same way, only with massive energy and pre-
cisely directed exhaust flow.

If you imagine the rocket engine as a channel that acceler-
ates gas downward, then the rocket’s upward motion becomes
an inevitable response. This perfect symmetry between action
and reaction is what allows rockets to reach space, maneuver be-
tween planets, and carry scientific instruments to distant worlds.

A Practical Example: Model Rocket Analysis

To see how Newton’s laws work together in real flight, let’s
look at a simple model rocket. Imagine a small educational

rocket with a mass of about 100 grams before launch and an
engine that produces around 5 newtons of thrust. Even with
such modest numbers, the physics behind its flight is the same
as for a full-size space rocket.

At the moment of ignition, the rocket experiences a sud-
den force from the engine. According to Newton’s First Law,
it will not move until this thrust overcomes its inertia and the
downward force of gravity. Once the thrust becomes larger
than the rocket’s weight, the rocket begins to rise.

Newton’s Second Law helps us understand the accelera-
tion. With a force of 5 newtons acting on a 0.1-kilogram rock-
et, the acceleration can be roughly estimated using F = ma.
The result shows that the rocket accelerates strongly upward,
and as the fuel burns and the rocket becomes lighter, the ac-
celeration increases even more.

Newton’s Third Law explains the source of this motion.
The engine pushes exhaust gases downward at high speed,
and the rocket moves upward as a reaction. Even this
tiny rocket follows the same principle as any large launch
vehicle.

The flight of a model rocket typically has three phases.
First is the powered ascent, when the engine is burning and
provides thrust. Next comes the coasting phase, when the
engine stops but the rocket continues to rise due to inertia.
Finally, the rocket reaches its highest point, called the apogee,
before a parachute or other recovery system deploys to bring
it safely back to the ground.

This small example shows that the same physical laws gov-
ern rockets of all sizes. Whether it is a classroom model or
a spacecraft heading to Mars, the principles behind its motion
remain consistent and beautifully simple.

Conclusion

Rockets may seem like complex machines, but their mo-
tion can be fully understood through Newton’s three laws of
motion. The First Law explains why a rocket needs a strong
initial force to overcome inertia. The Second Law shows how
thrust and changing mass determine acceleration. The Third
Law reveals how rockets move forward by pushing exhaust
gases backward.

By studying these laws, we can see that even small model
rockets demonstrate the same principles as massive space-
craft. Understanding Newton’s laws is not only essential for
engineers and scientists, but it also makes space exploration
accessible and exciting for young learners. With this knowl-
edge, anyone can begin to think like a rocket engineer, de-
signing experiments, building models, and imagining the
journeys rockets can take.
